① Remove the battery box lid underneath the unit 
by sliding it in the direction of the arrow.

② Insert 3 new AA batteries, making sure they are 
aligned correctly with the + and - positions.

③ Slide the battery box lid back on in its original 
position.

① Press the ON/OFF button to the ON position. 
② When not in use, press the ON/OFF button to the 

OFF position.
* To use the strap, first be sure to unhook it from the 

connection parts, then loop the connection parts 
into the strap holes.

● Only use this product as originally intended. ● For safety, be sure to keep this product away from 
fingers, hands, face, and hair while blades are rotating. ● Do not insert fingers, etc. into the product’ s 
moving parts. Doing so could cause injury. ● Be sure not to bang this object against hard surfaces or drop 
it.
